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Introduction

This document is intended as a how-to for users that have installed SmartSDR v2.x or higher and
have some familiarity with SmartSDR basics.

Requirements

- SmartSDR v2.49 or higher
- WSJTx V1.9.1 or higer
- SliceMaster v0.10.5e or higher

Changes from Previous Versions

There are several changes made to profiles that users should be aware of:

1. This is the initial version

WSJT-x

WSJTx is the parent program for many modes of digital operation, not limited to: FT8, JT4, JT9,
JT65, QRAG4, ISCAT, MSK144, WSPR, Echo and FreqCal.

It is critical that you start WSJT-x once and edit your station information with the F2 key. Once
this is done, shut down WSJT-x cleanly by selecting File then Exit. This will save your station
information.

Slice Master has many features, but the focus of

this document is for FT8 and other digital modes
of operation.

A program instance can be launched for any
active slice so long as its panadapter is
associated with the necessary resources. Two

way communication between Slice Master 6000

and the programs it launches is maintained.
Clicking on a signal in CW Skimmer, for example,

will cause the associated slice receiver to change
frequency. Likewise, changing the frequency of a slice
receiver will cause the associated CW Skimmer to
follow along.

When Slice Master launches it will attempt to connect to the radio. You will require SmartSDR
DAX to be running. On the Launch Tab, we want to focus on the WSJT-X section:
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Picking your Launch choice tells Slice Master when you wish WSJT-X to be started. What is key
is that no additional configuration on WSJT-x is required, however it is critical that your station
information be accurate.

Assuming you wish to use Slice A, you will need to assign that Slice to a DAX channel.

You may change this at a later time, but keeping it simple for now allows for you to get on the air
in FT8. What is key is that the Slice MUST be assigned to a DAX channel (in this case 1) and that
in Slice Master under Tab A, it also shows the same Slice. Your DAX channel (in this case 1) is
just like a physical Audio cable you may have used with a traditional radio.

At this point, you may be asking what about the Transmit Audio, CAT and the PTT part. This is
the easy part. Slice Master handles this all for you.

Go to SmartSDR and select DigU as a mode.

That is it. Select your band in WSJTx and you are ready to go!
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Should WSJT-x not start, you may have to toggle the radio in and out of DigU modes or in some
cases stop and start Smart SDR DAX.
